January 1, 2009
they reluctantly were dismissed. | really believe that
group would have stayed all night. Charles John from
Boma Ng'ombe (House of the Cow) works with He Is
Life Tanzania Mission.

They show their witnessing DVDs 13 times a
month in designated areas of Tanzania, so the film is
shown over a hundred times a month throughout
Tanzania. Then they follow up with a personal
evangelistic word to each of the people who make a
believer's decision.

The generator, DVD player, screen, projector,
loud speakers on fop of my car, singing songs in
Maasai (the sound fills the night air) were set up by
